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RECOMMENDATONS FOR THE INSTALLATION OF 
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1. Due to some compression during shipping we suggest shaking material before installing to quickly rebound properties of the fibre.

2. The insulation requires a 4-mil or 6-mil poly vapour barrier and should be applied towards the living area or exterior wall. 

3. A breather layer is needed if an exterior wall is brick, concrete or masonry in construction.

4. The drywall should be installed as soon as the insulation has been placed. 

5. It is advised to use a force fit between studs and stapling will not be necessary. The structural stability of the fibre is such that the material will stay up in the vertical position when inserted between the studs. Beyond about eight feet the weight would probably make insulation bulge outwards. You can install strawberry netting or NETLONG plastic netting, to ensure that the insulation will keep in place. 
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6. During installation it is essential that all ventilation points, e.g. air bricks at gable ends, are kept clear of insulant so that the air flow is maintained.

7. Potential Fire Hazard: As with other insulating materials, the product should not be installed around metal chimney fabrications or flues passing through the wall or other heat producing devices. Do not place insulation over such fixtures so as to entrap heat. To be sure insulation is kept away (by at least 8cm) from light fixtures and flues. Use a barrier to permanently maintain clearance around these areas. Contact between these components and the insulant must be avoided. 

8. Keep insulation at least 80mm away from the sides of recessed light fixtures.  Do not place insulation over such fixtures so as to entrap heat.  Check with local building or fire officials for guidance on installation and barrier requirements.  

9. No specialist handling equipment is required e.g. gloves, protective clothing as it is soft to handle.  However, a mask is advised especially if in a roof space and protective eye apparatus when installing above in a ceiling or under floor application.  

10. It can be torn to fit. Recommended utensils should consist of a sharp utility knife for cutting.  If it is necessary to cut material, cut on both sides (due to the low melt polyester that gives the material structural stability) of the material before tearing by hand, 

11. Do not leave material exposed to moisture or wet conditions for any length of time.
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
